Helen gave us a brief outline of
the research carried out on the first
three years of the project. Eircom is
investing £15 over a five year period
in an integrated technology
structure for Ennis, The Information
Age Town. The project covers
residents, businesses, the public
sector, industry and communities in
Ennis. Education and
Communications are crucial.
Technology pilots and trials are also
an important feature of the project.

"The eircom Ennis Information Age
Town project is committed to
providing a consistently high standard
of training, knowledge, support and
innovation to all sectors of the
community, enabling the project to
become the largest community
technology project in the world.

The conclusions she drew are that
the project has been a long and
dynamic process and that 2002
should not be the end of the matter.
She hoped that it would be integrated
into daily lives but agreed that it
would only succeed where it builds
on existing social structures.

There is still a healthy scepticism
about IT in Ennis: Everybody has an
opinion and they want to ask
questions not provide answers.
There has also been a social
dimension to the project: modems
feature regularly in dinner table
conversation. There has also been a
huge demand for training.

For WITS benefit she noted that
women make up only 10% of the
membership of the expert groups
attached to the project. A gap that
has been identified in the project is
IT in the secondary schools.
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Anne Knox spoke about theories
that are used in teaching ICT in
schools, how gender stereotyping
impacts on the use of ICT and the
confidence of those using ICT.

Although most of the ICT ‘experts’
in primary schools are female, the
confidence in use of ICT is higher in
males than in females. A study of
attitudes and perceptions about ICT
showed that 37% of adult females
had no ICT training one year after
the launch of the project and that
75% of teachers did not use ICT.

In examining the confidence levels
for ICT, students were the most
confident group with teachers being
the least confident.

This highlighted the need for
training of teachers and in particular
for women. Anne recommended
that students should be able to use
ICT for their homework. Role
models are required for female
students. ICT training should have
presentation and communication
skills in-built. Low-cost training
should be available to women
particularly for those not in paid
employment. There should be
improved communications between
home and school with school ICT
facilities available to parents in the
evenings. Teachers need more
training in ICT and the integration
of ICT in all schools should be
monitored on a systematic basis.

Dr. Audrey Kinahan outlined her
project which led to her being named
as one of IAT’s ‘Business Champions’.

Her objective was to apply
information technology to create an
on-line pharmacy ‘experience’.

She researched with the use of
focus groups and in eighteen months
she had developed eirpharm.com
with the help of her partner.

She took us through the site and
the audience were very impressed
with the amount of information that
had been brought together for access.

A lively Question & Answer session
followed. Among the items discussed
were whether or not Ireland would
move towards free internet access
and whether or not improvements in
levels of literacy would result from
the use of ICT.

It was also noted that something
radical needs to be done in the
Department of Education & Science.
There is no training process to train
teachers how to deal with projects
being presented as homework and
which were downloaded from the
Internet. The future is a bit scary if
teachers’ confidence in the use of IT is
so low. The hype surrounding e-
commerce is huge but the reality is
very far from that. Businesses in Ennis
have been very slow to take up
support for IT and the town will only
see the benefit of the project on
business in two years’ time or so.

Hallam University, Professor Diana
Green with key note speeches
presented by Rt. Hon Margaret
Beckett, Leader of the House of
Commons (UK) and Sir Robert
May, Chief Scientific Advisor to
the UK Government. In addition,
some of the speakers presenting
ideas and initiatives from across
Europe concerning the under-
representation of women in SET
and the need to increase the
visibility of senior women were:

e Cocky Booy (WITEC Netherlands)
also presented an overview of the
European Database of Women
Experts in SET to the audience.
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With over 20% of the delegates
travelling to the event from all
over Europe, the day also
presented a valuable opportunity
for networking and marked the re-
launch of the WIiTEC European
Database of Women SET Experts.
As Professor Green remarked "The
European database of Women
Experts is an important
mechanism for braking down the
hegemony of the traditional
networks, almost exclusively male,
which have dominated and still do
dominate the progression of
recognised experts into positions
of leadership, management, power
and authority”. In addition
Margaret Beckett stated "l am
particularly pleased to learn of the
re-launch of the WIiTEC on-line
database of women experts in
Europe and am sure it will
continue to be useful to many
including policy makers and the
media". Throughout the
conference, many of the speakers
highlighted the fact that the EC
were keen to encourage more
women to take part in the fifth
and sixth framework programmes.
The representative from DG
Research was looking in particular
to increase the number of women
experts on their evaluation panels
for these programmes (for more

Time and Stress
Management Training
Course, Limerick

A very successful course was held
on Feb 1st, and was presented by
Lorraine Reid of Dilucid Limited
(Training and Communications).
She had given the course for the
Leinster Region in April 2000 and
it was decided to run it again for
the Mid West Region. Limerick
Institute of Technology kindly
supplied the room free of charge. 13
people attended and several others
had to be turned away. There was
lots of food for thought and much
interaction. Everyone shared their
own experiences and tips for coping
mechanisms to deal with stress.
Now all that needs to be done is to
put it into action in real life!
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Women at Work:
Fuelling the Celtic
Tiger Economy?

On 10th January last, members
were invited to an evening lecture in
the Bank of Ireland Arts Centre
entitled "Women at Work: Fuelling
the Celtic Tiger Economy?" delivered
by Dr. Eileen Drew, Department of
Statistics, Trinity College Dublin.

WITS members were joined for the
lecture by a group of 25
undergraduate women from
Chatham College, Pittsburgh,
Pennsylvania. They were on a study
trip regarding 'Women in Public Life
in Ireland' . Using Ireland as a case
study, the students examined the
movement of women from
traditional life-styles into public life
and leadership. The study trip
provided a good opportunity to study
the movement of women from
traditional to modern roles and to
meet Irish women. The group was
divided into smaller groups. Two
young women researched WITS and
the various EU initiatives in the areas
of women in science and technology.

Dr. Drew gave her audience the
most up-to-date statistics available on
women in the workplace. She
outlined the main changes in the
labour market in the last 30 years.
The growth in the Service Economy
and Service Occupations has
coincided with rising female activity
rates in the workplace and the change
to atypical working i.e. increased part-
time, temporary, contract work.

In 2000 the number of women in
employment in Ireland is almost
700,000 compared to just under
300,000 in 1971, a phenomenal
growth. 64% of all employment in
Ireland is in services industry and
83% of those service jobs are held by
women. Male activity rates have
actually dropped from 76% in 1975
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to 72% in 2000 whereas female
activity rates have risen sharply in
the same period from 27% to 47%
with the sharpest rise in the last 10
years. This increase is in part due to
the numbers of married women now
remaining in the workforce for an
increasingly longer time after their
marriage. There is still a sharp drop in
the percentage of married women in
the workforce between the 25-34 and
35-44 age groups which coincides
with peak childbearing ages.

The number of part-time jobs has
increased 300% from 1975 to 2000
and part-time employment
accounted for 33% of all women’s
employment in 2000.

The occupational segregation is as
we all envisaged:. Women comprise:

* 76% of all clerical & secretarial
workers

e 46% of all professional workers

e 27% of all managers and
administrators

* 6% of all crafts and related
workers.

Women’s representation in SET
employment in 1996 is:

e 54% of Laboratory Technicians
* 39% of Chemists

« 34% of Biological Scientists

* 62% of Computer Operators

e 24% of Computer Systems
Managers

e 31% of Computer
analysts/Programmers

e 12% of Engineering Technicians
* 6% of Civil and Mining Engineers

* 5% of Electrical/Electronic Engineers

Dr. Drew gave us a breakdown of
the percentage of girls taking SET
subjects in the 97/98 Leaving Cert
and stated that girls outperformed
the boys in getting more honours.
Yet those percentages drop in the
female representation in the
undergraduate pool in the
representative subjects and drops
again in the post-graduate skills
pool. In conclusion, women’s work
is more likely to be:

e Performed within Services
* In a Part-time capacity

e In highly sex-segregated
occupations

Dr Drew concluded with the
following thought-provoking
quotations:

"The full integration of women
into the labour market and their
representation at higher levels
requires a more radical and
dynamic approach" (Mahon 1991)

"As long as women are compared
with men, but not men to women,
the position of men is more highly
valued than the position of
women. Equality in this sense
takes the life of men as its
standard. It leaves women no
other possibility than to try and
participate in a world shaped by
men, without changing it"
(Bussemaker 1991)

A very lively discussion took place
after Dr. Drew’s presentation. We
would like to thank Dr. Eileen Drew
for her lecture, our panelists, the
Bank of Ireland for their assistance
in the organisation and our guests
from Chatham College.
